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This course is mainly for international students, and will cover the topics that arise in the main fields of the
current Japanese system. The course will be held in English by Japanese faculty members with specialties dealt in
the course.  The course is aimed at the goal that the participants will be able to appreciate the current Japanese
law system in an globalized society.
