2. Travel around ASEAN countries
(1) Vietnam

Due to my visa application, some of us had to go out Malaysia for a while. My friend and me
decided to go to Vietnam. Thanks to a kind support by JLPW, we visited an affiliated law firm in
Vietnam, JLPW Vinh An Legal in Ho Chi Minh City. It was a great opportunity for us to learn that
both international and domestic arbitration are widely used in Vietnam and Vietnamese people
welcome Japanese companies as a business partner.
